184x. George born, probably in Ireland or from parents of Irish descent (WWTP). (Gen Ref: not in SD, DPS, NES, DSW).

1847. Minerva born in Canada (1910 Soundex). (not in SD, DPS, NES, DWS).

186x. George and Minerva Sherman [b1847] were married (WWTP; 1910 & 1920 Soundexes). 

1878. George probably moved to USA after this date, as daughter Bertha was born 1878 in Canada (Soundex for Bertha).

xxxx. George was a commercial fisherman at Whitefish Point Chippewa Co MI and then at Old Munising (WWTP).

xxxx.. George apparently died between 1878-1900; there are 12 George Shermans who died during this time (MI/DRx).

1910. Census of Munising MI Alger Co indicated: Minerva age 63; children Anna, Edward, Bertha (Soundex e4/f425).

1920. Census of Munising MI Alger Co indicated: Minerva age 72; children Anna, Edward, Bertha (Soundex e8/p2). 3 Children:

1. Anna Sherman born 1868 in Canada (Soundexes). Anna was an operator for the Munising Telephone Company for years (WWTP). 1910 she lived with her mother (Soundex). 1920 at age 52 she lived with her mother (Soundex).

2. Edward Sherman born 1872 in Canada (Soundexes), Also called George Sherman (WWTP). 1910 he lived with his mother (Soundex). 1920 at age 48 he lived with his mother (Soundex). 

3. Bertha Sherman born 1878 in Canada (Soundexes). Bertha for many years was a secretary in the office of the Munising Paper Company (WWTP). 1910 she lived with her mother (Soundex). 1920 at age 42 she lived with her mother (Soundex).
