1825. Benjamin came to Nottawa Prairie MI in StJoseph Co. He had been a contractor on the Erie Canal. 

1825. Benjamin Sherman born 1792 resided this date in Nottawa Prairie in StJoseph Co MI (MB v1924p284; MI Biographies, 1888, p585).

1828/29. In the first settlements of SW MI it was deemed right and proper that the first person who settled on a piece of land, should be entitled to the right of purchase of it when it came on the market by the US Land Office. It was held unjust for any person to in any way to interfere with the squatter's right. 

In 1928 Mr McMillian had established squatter's rights on the SE 1/4 of Section 4 Nottawa Twp StJoseph Co. Nevertheless, the next year Benjamin Sherman purchased that property and soon took procession. 

This was against tradition. His doing so was known among all settlers from Niles MI (Cass Co) to Tecumseh MI (Lenawee Co). A prejudicial feeling was created that prevented Mr Sherman, who was a man of more than ordinary education and ability, from ever becoming a popular or highly esteemed citizen of that area.
